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Dear Parents and Carers,

From the academic year 2020–2021, all primary schools in England have been required to teach Relationships and Health Education (RSHE). The government has provided guidance on what children should know by the end of primary school; however, schools have flexibility in how this content is delivered. As part of this, schools are encouraged to communicate their approach with parents and carers.
At our school, many of these topics have already been taught for several years. As with all areas of the curriculum, we ensure that lessons are age-appropriate, inclusive, and tailored to meet the needs of all pupils. These topics play an important role in helping children understand their current experiences, while also preparing them for the next stage of their education and, ultimately, adult life.
We recognise the vital role that parents and carers play in educating children, particularly in relation to RSHE, and believe that open communication between home and school is essential. We actively encourage children to ask questions and discuss their learning in both environments, while also ensuring that you are well informed about what your child will be learning, as the RSHE curriculum is designed to complement and reinforce the values and teaching that take place at home.

Will my child have to take part?
Much of the RSHE curriculum is statutory, meaning all children are expected to take part. Teachers will deliver lessons in a way that supports pupils of all abilities, including those with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND).
Parents do not have the right to withdraw their child from the statutory elements of relationships or health education. However, you do have the right to withdraw your child from the non-statutory sex education elements (excluding content taught as part of the National Curriculum for Science). If you are considering this, we strongly encourage you to speak with us first so we can discuss your concerns.

How will lessons be taught?
We understand that parents sometimes have concerns about the nature of discussions within RSHE lessons. Teachers create a safe and supportive learning environment by:
· Establishing clear ground rules
· Using age-appropriate resources such as stories and scenarios
· Encouraging respectful discussion
· Ensuring content is carefully matched to pupils’ maturity and understanding
This approach allows children to explore important topics in a safe and structured way, before they encounter them in real-life situations.
