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Dear Parents and Carers
We are excited to share that your child will be using Accelerated Reader (AR)—a powerful tool that supports independent reading and helps us monitor and guide your child’s progress. AR is a computer-based program that encourages children to read regularly and with purpose, helping them grow into confident, fluent readers.
Your child will have completed a short test earlier this term, an assessment that helps us identify the most suitable reading level for them. This ensures they are choosing books that are both enjoyable and appropriately challenging. Once a book is selected, your child reads it at their own pace—either at home or in school.
After finishing the book, your child will take a short quiz on the computer. These quizzes check their understanding of what they’ve read. A score of 60% or above indicates a pass, but our target is 80% or higher to show strong comprehension. If a child scores below 60%, we encourage them to re-read the book and try the quiz again. You can view sample quizzes here: AR Sample Quizzes.
As children move through Years 3, 4, and 5, developing consistent reading habits becomes increasingly important. We recommend that children read for 15–20 minutes each day, ideally with or alongside an adult. For Year 6, we recommend 25-30 minutes each day. This daily practice helps build vocabulary, comprehension, and a love of reading. Children may need to read a book more than once before taking a quiz, especially if it’s short or particularly challenging. Please continue to record their reading in their reading record, and once finished, they can quiz either at school or at home. Don’t forget to sign the record please!

To help you stay informed and involved, we offer Renaissance Home Connect—a fantastic tool that links school and home. You can view your child’s reading progress, see which books they’ve read, and monitor quiz results. Simply use your child’s AR login at the following link:

Through Destination Reader, guided reading sessions, and shared reading at home, children develop deeper comprehension and a lifelong love of books. To support your child fully, we ask that you continue to read with them daily and enjoy exploring stories together.
